From Marsh to Mantelpiece 
Carol Durgin visited the museum on opening day and wrote 
the following: 
 
The Maine State Museum is showing a great display of 
working decoys, some of which are near 100 years old.  
Many of the decoys were carved by unknowns but there are 
pieces by Gus Wilson, Willie Ross and George Huey.  
 
The January 21 issue of The Kennebec Journal had a great 
article and I am citing some material from it.  The MSM 
has over 100 decoys in its collection.  Forty decoys and a 
small selection of shotguns and items used for training 
hunting dogs are on display. 
 
Bird hunters want a realistic silhouette to attract birds.  
Most of these decoys were carved with a hatchet, 
spokeshave and a jackknife. 
 
Maine decoys have an “ inletted head” .  Maine carvers used 
the inletted design, a process where head and neck are 
inserted into the body because it makes a more durable 
model.  The decoys are weighted to enable them to right 
themselves and float correctly in the water.
