Research Institute of Gorham has set up a camera that shows the eagles on the group®Web site: www.briloon.org.
The camerais 70 feet high in awhite pine. The first egg was laid on March sixth, and the first eaglet is expected
to hatch in early April. The camerawas installed two weeks ago to heighten awareness about eagles asthe U.S.
Fish and Wildlife Service considers delisting the bald eagle as endangered species. There are 385 nesting pairs of
eaglesin Maine, up from just 30 pairsin the early 1970s. Thereisalot of traffic on this site and very little
bandwidth. It took me about 4 tries over several daysto be able to connect, but the pictures were worth the ‘wait’.
I couldn’t believe how close the eagle appeared. | understand this was on the news tonight [4/1], so many of you
may already know about the site. Oh well.
