MAINE WOOD CARVERS ASSOCIATION 

ANNUAL MEETING  
MARCH 29,2008 

 
This past year as President of Maine Wood Carvers has been interesting, complicated, frustrating, a 
learning experience, and rewarding.  
 
The first challenge after being installed as president was to make arrangements for demonstrations 
at the Common Ground Fair. They needed to know who, how many, what shirt size of each would 
be participating. I gave them a number and said that I could not give names of those participating 
until we got closer to the fair date.  As we approached Fair time, Marcia Berekall, Loyd Clark, Ed 
Beach, Chuck Perry, Chuck Friis, and George Gunning volunteered to assist me in the 
demonstrations over the three-day Fair. I wish to thank them again for their skill and professional 
representation of M.W.C.A 
 
Before leaving on our Alaska trip I called a meeting of the Show committee to be sure we were on 
track before turning the reigns over to Vice President brother Chuck. All committee team leaders 
reported they were on track and everything was moving along smoothly.   
My next challenge came five days into our trip to Alaska.  My sister-in-law, who was house sitting 
for us, called our car phone to say I had a letter from the I.R.S. addressed to M.W.C.A. It being 
from the I.R.S. she felt it most likely needed to be attended to immediately. I asked her to read it to 
me, then I had her contact Wilma Sarna to handle the request for information concerning our tax 
status. Wilma handled it beautifully as I knew she would.  
 
Upon returning from our trip, in mid August, I arranged for a final show committee meeting to 
update final show plans. All team leaders had their area of responsibility well in hand.  
Unfortunately, we were not represented in August at the Green Mountain Wood Carvers show in 
Morrisville Vermont. Last minute plans prevented our representatives from making the trip to 
Vermont. We will attend the 2008 show. If you are willing to volunteer to represent M.W.C.A. this 
years show in Vermont, let me know. 
 
On September 29 & 30 the Down East Wood Carvers And Wildlife Art Show was most successful. 
It had the largest attendance to date, and revenue from the gate was the highest yet. This was a great 
show and it’s success is due to the unselfish efforts and dedication of all those who worked on 
committees, volunteered to help, and participate in the competitions. I thank you all for your efforts. 
In late January we received another letter from the I.R.S. requesting more information as to our 
income to upgrade our file for classification purposes. Again this was turned over to Secretary 
Wilma Sarna to supply the needed information.  Jed Clampit best put it, the “ Infernal Revenue 
Service” . 
 
Planning for the 2008 show has proved to be most frustrating and troublesome. We have set the 
show dates two different times, only to learn later that they conflicted with other events or 
schedules. As of the writing of this report we do not have a scheduled show date. Only two days ago 
we learned of the conflict between our show date and the New England Wood Carvers show date. 
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Another frustration is that team leader volunteers are slow in coming forward. At this time some of 
the most important team leader positions still need to be filled. I am confident that we will be 
successful in filling these slots by the end of this annual meeting. 
This coming year should be a little easier and productive. The seminar committee is working on 
arrangements for some very interesting seminars. They will consider your suggestions for 
instruction and make efforts to provide the best instruction available to fulfill your wishes.  
 
In closing, I wish to thank you for letting me serve as your President this past year. In the upcoming 
year I hope I will be able to fulfill my obligations more fully. This is your organization, our 
organization. Its success depends on all of us doing what we can for its continued success. Our past 
accomplishments are the result of many faithfuls doing their part and more. New voices are needed 
to keep it thriving and moving forward.

We had a guest who©s name is also Jim Wade.   
He had a remarkable collection of 
hand forged hunting knives with carved and 
inlaid handles. 
  
A major project was painting our herons.  
Kathy Webster, Jim Wade and Gordon Harde 
did a superb job with painting instructions.  
First we base painted the heron white, even 
over the eye.  We cleaned the eye with a wet q-
tip or toothpick to create an eyelid the  
easy way.  That allows a ring of white to be left 
around the eye.  The hair dryers came in 
handy between paint coats.  From the wings 
back we painted  them with shades of blue 
or gray.  For transition between wings, neck 
and chest we used a mixture of white and 
lichen.  We stippled the mixture to simulate 
soft feathers on neck, shoulders and front of  
the heron.  Then came the longer feathers down 
the back and on the front of the neck. 
We used a mixture of white, gray and ochre to 
create a decorative feather pattern. 
  
Kathy always has the right brush for the job or 
modifies the brush to get the effect she is 
after.  Could you believe a spiral, wire brush 
that you turn to apply a spatter pattern? 
Well, Kathy has one.  Neat! (In lieu of the real 
thing, I©m going to try an old mascara 
brush) 
  
Just for the record, I want to give credit for a 
very successfull project to Jim Wade for  
cutting all the blanks, and to Gordon Harde,  
Kathy Webster and Jim for painting and 
carving instruction.  I wish I had a photo of all 
our herons.  Every one was an individual. 
  
Phyllis Baldwin informed me that our fellow 
carver and friend, Fred Clunie, has passed 
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away.  Fred was the recipient of Coastal 
Carvers Friendship cane.  Dick Baldwin, Jim  
Wade  and Richard Spinney presented it to 
Fred and he was delighted.
