HOME FROM ALASKA

It is good to be home again. My wife Merriel and | aong with Brother-in law Dan, spent
7 week on the road touring as much of Alaska as could be fitted in. The trip was a little short of
14,000 miles. Our transportation was a 2005 GMC DINALIE pick-up, with a brand new AIR
STREAM 28 ft. trailer in tow, our home away from home.

We visited many cities and towns whose names are easily recognized when speaking
about Alaska. National Parks, Notion Monuments, National Forests museums, historic sites
were just some of the places and sights visited. We witnessed, “dip net fishing” for salmon at
the mouth of the Kenai River, fishing on the Copper and other Rivers, and the use of fish wheels
by the indigenous people. Black and Brown Bears, Moose, Elk, Caribou, Reindeer, Doll Sheep,
Stone Sheep, Musk Ox Bald Eagles and Golden Eagles, were just some of the wild life seen.
Examples of carving, both ancient and modern are everywhere to be enjoyed. We visited a
couple of chainsaw carving places, including Chetwynd British Columbia. They claim to be the
Chainsaw Carving Capital of North America. One of the most interesting carving locations
visited was the “Warther Knife Factory and Museum” in Dover, Ohio on the return trip. Earnest
(Moony) Warther’s carvings have been appraised by the Smithsonian Institution as priceless.
Thisis a place that will hold your attention for hours as you marvel at the skill and precision of
these exquisite carvings. That is enough about my trip for now.

The ART of WOOD CARVING is dive and well in Maine. There is a new group of carvers
meeting in the Lamoine area, known as the DOWN EAST CARVERS. Lynn Tshelller is the
gpark plug behind this club. Ed Hawks is assisting them as they get started. Over in the Poland
Spring area, Chuck Friisis helping and advising another group of carvers asthey form their club
known as the POLAND SPRING CARVERS. On behaf of the Maine Wood Carvers
Association, we wish both of these new clubs all the best and success. MWCA will provide
advice, information and assistance as these clubs start up. We hope they may wish to become
chapters of Maine Wood Carvers Association as they grow.
