ANNUAL SHOW ... Largest wood carving venue in Maine!

The Maine Wood Carvers Association is a non-profit 501(C)(3) corporation. The paid membership is
approximately 160 members including some of the approximately 50 professional (those who regularly sell their
carvings) carvers within the State of Maine. It is a State-wide organization and there are a dozen member
chapters/groups scattered across the State of Maine. The Association has an annual meeting and several Directors
meetings through out the year. The MWCA was organized and incorporated in 1983.

The Maine Wood Carvers Association Annual Wood Carvers and Wildlife Artists Show and Competition is
coming to the Augusta Armory on October 18 & 19. There are usually about 200 carvings and about 30 wildlife
art pieces entered into competition. Carvers from all of New England and Quebec and New Brunswick Canada
enter their carvings into competition. Additionally, there are about thirty booths where carving related vendors
and professional carvers display their wares. The Annual show (2008 is the 22nd year) aso features different
carving demonstrations each hour that the show is open. Altogether one can view between 400 and 500 different
carvings. Thereisagift shop, raffles, door prizes, a mounted bird display and afood concession stand (Maine
National Guard Family Support Group). Carvings on display or for sale include ducks, shore birds, game birds,
song birds, loons, geese, dlicks, stick birds, birds of prey, fish, agquatic animals, other animals, chip carving,
canes, walking sticks, feather and flower carving, relief carving, folk art, wood burning, stylized carving,
humorous caricatures, chain saw carvings, wood turnings, inlay, marquetry and intarsia. Thereis also afeatured
Carver (Pat Miller) and afeatured Wildlife Artist (Nicky Nickerson) present. The Annual show isthe largest
wood carving venue in Maine. The show appealsto all ages.
