| got a call from the Maine State Museum the other day asking if we had any duck decoy carvers
that would be interested in demonstrating decoy carving during their opening of a duck decoy exhibit on
January 21, 2006 from 9 am — 4 pm.

At one of the meetings | was at recently, there was a discussion of how to seal the ends of
logs/lumber to prevent/reduce cracking during drying. | have since come across a product that is made for
that purpose. It iscalled ‘ Anchorseal’. The website for the product is https.//www.uccoati ngs.co/uccoat.php
| read about it on the web, and several carvers had used it and it seemed to work very well. Something |
tried awhile ago was some old, thick Elmer’s ‘Glue-All’ [the old white stuff]. | applied it thickly on the
ends of a couple small basswood logs with a spatula. 1’ ve since cut some off the end of one and was
surprised to see that the glue had penetrated the wood about 3/8”, but there were no cracks, even though I'd
removed the bark. Didn’t know, at the time, that bark removal on basswood is apparently a no-no. The bark
removal is also difficult, as | removed a couple layers of wood on the 1% log too. Live and learn.

The 3
instructors will be: Marv Kaisersatt, Gary Batte, and Dennis Thornton. The package price for classes, room
and board is $325.
